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The Apprentice and the 7 Tasks, a Presentation Full of Music and Color

    As is the custom, the Borda Garden hosted many families who spent the afternoon enjoying the presentation “The Apprentice and the 7 Tasks,” a musical comedy presented by the musical theater group En-cantado.

     At 1 PM in the afternoon the entertaining presentation began and during the hour, accompanied by live symphonic music, we are told how the apprentice must pass 7 tests in order to become a wizard.

     The wizard indicates on a giant map where the apprentice must go and how he must help someone in order to pass the tests and become a wizard.  

     One by one the apprentice passes the 7 tests that his teacher has required of him.  While the musicians interpret pieces such as Funeral March by Ludwig Van Beethoven, Phantom of the Opera, The Dance of Fire, among others, the story of each selection is explained only with shadows.

     Many families enjoyed this presentation, which helps children become familiar with classical music and even Greek mythology.

     Without a doubt this proves that the combination of music with theater does not have to be boring.  On the contrary, this presentation helps children open their musical and theatrical horizons.

     Musical theater En-cantado began as an idea of musicians from the Symphony Orchestra of the State of Mexico and the UNAM Philharmonic. The objective of this group is to introduce new generations to the fine arts.
